Senior Exam Week

Senior exams begin on 
Monday the 17th of August.

The following is an update from the 
Public Health Centre.

THE ÒMANAGE ITÓ PHASE

Inßuenza-like illness (ILI) is deÞned as 
a fever, chills, sweats  with a cough 
and/or sore throat and sometimes 
nausea, vomiting, diarrhoea.

All Inßuenza-like illness should be 
managed the same whether or not 
it is conÞrmed to be due to the new 
strain of inßuenza.

¥ All people with ILI should stay 
away from work or school until 
well.  This  is usually 3-4 days for 
most people to stop coughing / 
sneezing but can be up to 7 days, 
especially for children under 5 
years of age who remain infectious 
for longer.

¥ People with a mild to moderate ILI 
can be managed at home.  Care 
must be taken to reduce the 
spread of the illness within the 
household (personal hygiene, 
cough and sneezing etiquette, 
social distancing).  Paracetamol or 
Panadol can be used to treat fever 
and aches  and pains.  Encourage 
those who are ill to keep hydrated.

¥ People who have a more severe 
illness  (eg experiencing shortness 
of breath, chest pains, confusion, 
coughing up discoloured sputum, 
dehydration) and/or  have an 
underlying medical condition that 
places them at greater risk (eg 
severe asthma/lung, heart, kidney 
and immune problems, pregnancy) 
should be assessed by their GP or 

primary care provider.  Only people 
with severe illness  or risk of severe 
illness will be given Tamißu.
